THE MANNA FOOD PROJECT ANNOUNCES SEPTEMBER GOLF OUTING

The Manna Food Project of Harbor Springs has announced their first ever golf fundraiser, the Golf Fore
Manna golf outing, scheduled for September 21 at Hidden River Golf & Casting Club in Brutus.

12pm) and is also open for emergency situations by appointment.

As a food warehouse, The Manna Food Project distributes pantry food product and supplies to a total of
34 pantries throughout Emmet, Charlevoix, and Antrim counties. Over 140,000 pounds of food are
distributed monthly under the direction of executive director, Kathy Hart. Approximately 100,000 people
are served by the Manna operation every year.

Their operation relies heavily on volunteer efforts, private donations and fundraiser support such as the
September 21 event. The golf outing is being planned as a fun way to raise additional awareness and
funds for the operation.

The event is scheduled for Monday, September 21 at Hidden River Golf & Casting Club in Brutus. The
event will begin at 1pm with a shotgun start. The cost is $100 per player and includes 18 holes of world
class, championship golf as well as dinner in the club!s Rainbow Room, voted one of the top four golf
restaurants in the Midwest, by PGA Travel Magazine. The outing offers a wonderful way to offer support
of the organization.
